Breaking the News

In the search for important federal government
announcements about recent contract awards and forthcoming
Requests For Proposals (RFPs), I often visit an official
government Web site known as Federal Business
Opportunities.

Imagine my pleasant surprise when I came upon a
"presolicitation notice" posted on that Web site on August
29 by the U.S. Air Force which informed its worldwide
readers that they could find a photo of the perimeter
surveillance system it was planning to acquire in the March
2007 issue of GSN: Government Security News.

ITT Corp., of McLean, VA, was awarded a $207 million
initial contract by the Federal Aviation Administration to
lead a team to develop and deploy the Automatic Dependent
Surveillance - Broadcast (ADS-B) system. If all options are
exercised, the contract has a potential value of $1.86
billion.

The Department of Homeland Security awarded ICx
Technologies, of Washington, DC, a $1.5 million contract to
continue development of a second-generation, low cost bio-
aerosol sensor.

CBP intends to award a sole source contract to Caron
Products and Services, Inc., of Marietta, OH, for two Caron
30 cubic foot environmental test chambers, to be installed
at the agency's laboratory in San Francisco, CA.

The U.S. Coast Guard intends to procure three subscription
licenses for online access to Lloyd's Marine Intelligence
Unit, of London, England.

The Transportation Security Administration seeks inspection
services to provide oversight inspection  of operational
programs, procedures and policies for the Federal Air
Marshals Service, as well as TSA headquarters.

Jocelyne Gray  has been appointed White House liaison at the
Department of Homeland Security.

James Lewis , a noted expert on liquefied natural gas (LNG),
has been appointed to the DHS Chemical Transportation
Advisory Committee.

Thomas Hardy , the first director of the Customs and Border
Protection in the Seattle region, has retired.

Special Agent Paul Buta  of the U.S. Secret Service was
named Officer of the Month by the National Law Enforcement
Officers Memorial Fund.

Discrepancies between the House and Senate versions of the
homeland security appropriations bill, both of which exceed
spending caps sought by President Bush by at least $2.1
billion, could prompt a legislative and budget battle  later
this month. The House version provides for a total budget
of $37.4 billion; the Senate bill calls for $40.6 billion
in expenditures. Congress and the president are also at
odds about implementation of key DHS programs, including
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the implementation of mandatory passport use called for in
the Western Hemisphere Travel Initiative and the
Congressional motion to have DHS contractors paid at
locally prevailing wages.

SPEEDY INFORMATION - The Federal Communications 
Commission
is urgently requesting information about emergency
communications backup systems , in a report mandated as part
of the 9/11 Commission legislation enacted in August. The
FCC seeks input from service and network operators, users
(or owners) of emergency communication systems,
manufacturers of public safety and communications equipment
and other interested parties.

program.

You know you've arrived as a trade publication when the
U.S. Government starts pointing its vast audience to your
publication for additional information about a forthcoming
procurement action it's planning to take.

We have long considered ourselves the "newspaper of record
for homeland security," but this recent inclusion in the
FedBizOpps notice carries that slogan to a whole new level.

The photo in question appeared at the center of a full-page
advertisement by ICx Technologies, of Washington, DC, an
industry leader in the fields of force protection and
perimeter security. It shows a perimeter surveillance radar
system.
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The Air Force's Air Education and Training Command at Luke
Air Force Base, in Arizona, says it wants to convert four
existing truck-mounted versions of the system into self-
contained mobile trailer versions. Interested vendors have

This notice about the forthcoming conversion of four mobile
surveillance systems for an Air Force command in Arizona is
surprisingly similar to another announcement made recently
by the General Services Administration (GSA) about the
upcoming procurement of at least 10 "Mobile Surveillance
Systems" for deployment by Customs and Border Protection
along the U.S.-Mexican border.
