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Summer reading: Don't take this to the beach

If you needed a jolt while lazing on the sand, the
University of Maryland has just the thing: It has recently
released its updated Global Terrorism Database.

The update, known by the acronym GTD2, is a detailed
account of more than 80,000 terrorist incidents that have
occurred worldwide since 1970.

Want to know which groups did what? It's there. What
weapons were used? They're listed. How many casualties? The
numbers are provided.
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identify terrorist incidents. More important, it can be
used to help identify the perpetrators of terrorist
attacks, based on tell-tale traits -- the  of
specific groups and individuals.

It was compiled by the National Consortium for the Study of
Terrorism and Responses to Terror (START), funded in part
through the Department of Homeland Security.

DHS has invested wisely. Unlike many other event databases,
GTD2 includes systematic data on international as well as
domestic terrorist incidents, with an interactive map to
show incident rates and characteristics for a variety of
sub-sets. With that, you can view terrorist incidents
according to property damage, weapon type, casualties,
tactics, perpetrators and more.

It includes detailed information on more than 27,000
bombings, 13,000 assassinations and 2,800 kidnappings.

This monumental, on-going task currently absorbs the labors
of 75 data collectors, operating in six language groups,
who in turn are supervised by an advisory panel of 12
terrorism research experts.

GTD2 originated as a database within 
, a relative of the famous detective

agency. It now draws information from 25,000 sources,
including security agencies, news media and governments.

START officials expect to complete the database by early
next year, and to systematically incorporate data on new
incidents after that.

It is "must" reading for anyone tracking, documenting or
combating Al Qaeda and their ilk.

New York Explosion Tests Emergency Resolve

Last week's rush hour explosion of a Con Edison steam pipe,
within three blocks of New York's Grand Central Station,
raised the specter of the kind of terrorist attack warned
about in the recently declassified National Intelligence
Estimate.
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It provided a unique test of whether emergency procedures
rehearsed since 9/11 would work in real application.

The results were mixed, with lessons for other large cities
or installations to study carefully.

On the negative side, so many emergency responders poured
in that the emergency site quickly became impassable. Squad
cars, trained to park at diagonal onto sidewalks in NYPD
"Surge" exercises, were scattered about, double parked, or
drawn up parallel to street curbs. Tenants of nearby office
buildings reported that internal and external fire marshals
were often hysteric in their demands to evacuate buildings,
creating potentially dangerous panic conditions on
surrounding streets.

But there were significant positives: Although gridlock
occurred in the immediate vicinity of the Grand Central
transport hub, New York Mayor Michael Bloomberg and his
emergency management team, taking a page from the national
emergency flight transportation regime known as ESCAT,
insisted on minimal, localized disruption of mass transit.

Positive, too, was the clear evidence that police and fire
personnel can communicate, thanks to the city's massive
post-911 push for radio interoperability. That effort was
underscored last year, with the city signing a $500
million, five-year contract with , to
build a high-speed wireless data network for police,
firefighters and other emergency personnel.

Finally, there was the calm resolve displayed by Bloomberg,
as well as top fire, police and Con Ed officials.

In the end, the mistakes that were made demonstrate the
importance of preparation drills. First responders need to
know not just  to do, but  to do so they can
remain effective.

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Secret Service eyes more and more
personal data

The U.S. Secret Service, which does everything from
guarding the president to fighting those who would pass
counterfeit money, has an information wish list.



One Secret Service investigator may want to pore through
your marriage license, divorce proceedings or personal
bankruptcy papers.

Another Secret Service agent may wish to comb through your
frequent flier records.

A third may choose to review your home mortgage, auto loan
or documents describing your ownership of a motorcycle,
recreation vehicle, boat or airplane.

The Secret Service is eager to gain access to all kinds of
personal information about foreign and domestic individuals
and businesses, to carry out its security mandates, and is
looking to see which commercial companies are capable of
providing such helpful data.

"This information needs to be interfaced with software
enabling the records to be physically and electronically
captured," explained the Secret Service in a
pre-solicitation notice it posted online on July 19.
Companies that can supply such data online, and
around-the-clock, are encouraged to contact the Secret
Service by September 30th.

The notice cited various types of personal data you might
expect in a post-9/11 era -- such as credit card
information, e-mail addresses, civil and criminal
proceedings, landline and mobile phone numbers and
residential addresses -- but then went on to list a slew of
additional information you might  expect: tax
information, professional affiliations and licenses,
volunteer organizations, college and advanced graduate
degrees.

Civil liberties groups often complain that there seems to
be no limit to the kinds of personal information Uncle Sam
plans to sift through. They may have a point.
