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Has Giuliani's "CopStat" spawned
"BorderStat" and "PortStat"?

Former New York City Mayor Rudy Giuliani has been accused
in some quarters of being a "one trick pony" for his

frequent references to the horrific events of 9/11, but his
message of courage and vigilance landed on very receptive
ears last Thursday evening when he graciously accepted the
first Fred V. Morrone Memorial Award at a dinner in
Washington sponsored by the International Association of
Airport and Seaport Police

More than a hundred officials in charge of security at
America's seaports and airports -- plus their counterparts
from nine foreign countries -- heard Giuliani praise the
career, the values and the final hours of Fred Morrone who
was serving on 9/11 as the New York and New Jersey Port
Authority's Superintendent of Police (as well as the
executive vice president of the port police association)
when he died amidst the collapse of the World Trade Center
towers.

After offering a heartfelt blessing to the Morrone family,
Giuliani got down to business.

"Political correctness cannot stop us from describing
clearly the enemy,"” said the Republican presidential
candidate, who has generally drawn strong support from
uniformed police departments. "We can't escape the fact
that there are a significant number of people who are
plotting to come here and Kill us."

"I commit myself to bring [the financing] of port security
up to the level of aviation security because that may be
the way they attack us next time," pledged Giuliani.

The former mayor seemed to depart from his standard stump
speech when he said he had "two ideas" for thwarting
terrorism, both based on the much-admired "CopStat”



policing program from his mayoral days. CopStat diligently
gathered statistics on specific crimes in specific New York
City neighborhoods, and deployed police resources based on
emerging crime patterns. The program has received a good
deal of credit for the dramatic drop in a variety of crime
categories in the Big Apple during the Giuliani years.

If he winds up in the White House, the former Justice
Department official and former U.S. Attorney said he would
like to set up "BorderStat" and "PortStat" programs based

on similar concepts of gathering activity reports from

along the U.S. border and U.S. seaports -- virtually in
real-time -- and making prompt management decisions based
on insights gleaned from those fresh statistics.

"A BorderStat program will allow us to monitor our
effectiveness at the border," said Giuliani, who has spoken
out forcefully in recent weeks against what he sees as a
wave of illegal immigrants pouring into the country.

"PortStat can identify the strengths and weaknesses in our
supply chain," he added.

Of course, Giuliani's BorderStat and PortStat
recommendations can be seen in two lights. On one hand,
they can appear to be enlightened and novel ideas on how to
harness the power of high-tempo fact-finding with the
intellectual rigor of statistical number crunching.

But on the other hand, they can be seen as little more than
rhetorical flourishes that draw upon the mayor's fondly-
remembered CopStat effort without actually offering any new
decision-making concept that hasn't been utilized by
corporations and government agencies for years. In other

words, Giuliani may be trying to squeeze more juice out of
nostalgia for his CopStat initiative than it can legitimately deliver.

TB or not TB

Some stories won't go away.

When Andrew Speaker of Atlanta, GA, entered the U.S. from
Canada in the early evening of May 24, he touched off a
scandal within the nation's homeland security and health
agencies. He wasn't supposed to get in.

Speaker was infected with an extremely rare, drug resistant
form of tuberculosis, known as XDR-TB -- precisely the kind
of communicable disease that doctors and public health
security experts dread.

When the young lawyer (age 31) flew out of the country
shortly after his original diagnosis, the Department of



Health and Human Services' Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention issued an isolation order to place Speaker in
confinement should he try to re-enter.

But, despite detailed alerts, the Customs and Border
Protection guard on duty at the Champlain, NY, border
crossing waived Speaker through, reportedly because he
didn't "look" ill.

Eventually, Speaker was placed in isolation, first at
Bellevue Hospital in New York City, and most recently at
the National Jewish Medical and Research Center in Denver,
Co.

But the bungled handling of this case raised congressional
ire. In rapidly sought testimony, CBP Commissioner Ralph
Basham acknowledged late last week that the incident raises
"implications... for bio-defense at our nation's borders."

Indeed, the case has become an object lesson in how not to
handle an emergency: CDC did not issue its initial warning
utilizing the National Operations Center set up for that
purpose. Six hours lapsed after Speaker crossed the border
before DHS officials were informed of that fact. A further

90 minutes ticked by before DHS notified the CDC.

The case is also widely seen as an illustration of how even
the most technology-laden defense still depends on trained
personnel to be truly effective.

More important, perhaps, the case underscores importance of
open communications between key federal security agencies --
in this case, CBP, the Transportation Security

Administration and CDC.

So far, the only concrete results have been congressional
testimony (along with congressional posturing), and the

swift transfer of the CBP agent from border guard to
administrative duties. But the incident has raised thorny
guestions about the actual effectiveness of national

security on the ground, which deserve more serious answers.

BioDefense's Mission forged by 9/11

Michael Lu, chairman and CEO of BioDefense Corp., and
Jonathan Morrone, the company's senior vice president for
administration, had a meeting scheduled with two bankers in
the World Trade Center in New York on 9/11/2001. The
meeting was regarding financing for the company they were
planning to launch. For some reason, Lu and Morrone had to
call off the meeting at the last minute. Tragically, the

two bankers whom they were supposed to meet died in the
terrorist attacks, leaving an indelible impression on the

two businessmen.



Another victim in the World Trade Center tragedy was John
Morrone's uncle, Fred Morrone, the highest ranking officer
in the Port Authority of New York to die in the attack.

According to Lu, a straight A graduate of Harvard and MIT,
the mission of BioDefense Corp. goes far beyond making
money. "It's not about a paycheck or greed," said Lu. In
the days that followed 9/11, the country was subjected to
anthrax-contaminated mail attacks in the U.S. postal
system. Lu and Morrone's resolve to protect the country
from future bioterrorism attacks and hoaxes was only
strengthened by these developments.

The company's first product is called the MailDefender.
Using proprietary technology, which includes heat,
microwave, ultraviolet light and a process control solution
which is misted into the chamber, the MailDefender
completely decontaminates a delivery of mail within 45
minutes, without harming the user or the mail. The process
is completely effective against all strains of anthrax,

bird flu, smallpox, plague, e-coli, influenza, HIV,

botulism, ricin and even mail bombs, says BioDefense.

Initial users of the MailDefender, which is priced at
$60,000 per unit, include the United Nations, the
Department of Defense, the Department of Justice's U.S.
Attorney office in the Eastern District, the Bureau of
Alcohol Tobacco and Firearms, the Royal Saudi Embassy in
Washington, DC, and the congressional district office of
Rep. Martin Meehan (D-MA), in Lowell, MA.

A second product soon to be released by BioDefense will be
the BioDefender, which is specifically designed to
decontaminate medical waste in hospitals and other medical
facilities. Another is FoodDefender, which is designed to

kill harmful micro-organisms in the food supply. According

to Lu, the company is pursuing its R&D efforts with Stevens
Institute of Technology to develop new algorithms that can
help kill newly discovered pathogens. The company can be
reached at 12 Channel St, Boston, MA 02110.
