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At the Border Expo in San Antonio:
Bringing the players together

Securing borders has an impact far beyond the lines which
separate one country from another. Nowhere is this more
evident than along the U.S.- Mexican border, where
economics, security and politics are constantly
interacting.

These factors were also clearly in play at the recent

Global Border Security Conference and Expo, held at the
Gonzalez Convention Center in San Antonio, TX. The conference,
sponsored by E.J. Krause, took place a stone's throw

from The Alamo.

The conference, the first of its kind, offered a unique
opportunity to meet movers and shakers in government
agencies as well as the private sector. It also reflected
significant challenges the Department of Homeland Security
faces in its treatment of America's borders.

DHS was fully represented both in the conference and the
exposition, outlining programs and policies designed to
control illegal immigration, foil terrorism and prevent the



transport of contraband.

The agency was one of more than 100 exhibitors, showing
everything from biometric card holders to photon lights
(that help reveal illegal immigrants) to gigantic,
custom-built police command and control trucks.

Attendees generally agreed: There is no simple solution to
the problem of securing the border.

"Border security is important, but you can't forget what it
is for," said Maria Luisa O'Connell, president of the

Border Trade Alliance. "You have to balance the homeland
and economic security."

Equally important was the emphasis that any new product or
service needs to possess interoperability or multi-functional
applications.

"We're being sold new technology on a daily basis,"
observed Joey Sherman, executive director of the Texas
Police Association, headquartered in Austin, TX. "I'm
limited by my budget and my staff's ability to absorb it."

Local officials emphasized that even where funds and
training are available, any new systems will need to
facilitate greater interagency coordination.

"Border security isn't just a question of using
technology," said O'Connell. "It's a matter of adopting a
comprehensive implementation plan.”

Above all, the conference reflected a growing awareness
that real border security will depend on coordination of
federal, state and local agencies.

That requirement was a driving force behind one of the most
interesting exhibits: the Texas Situational Awareness
Network (TEXSAN).

TEXSAN made its debut at the San Antonio gathering, ushered
in by the high-powered consortium that developed it: Azbell
Electronics, Northrop Grumman, and Qualcomm. It is a
multi-purpose, interoperable network that lets local
governments know instantly where border problems exist, and
where their assets are positioned to respond.

The highly mobile system was also designed to complement at
the state and local level the capabilities of the national
Strategic Border Initiative (SBInet) now being put into
operational use.

"Interoperability is a must,” said Bill Clingempeel,
Qualcomm's head of major program business development.
"Federal, state and local agencies need to be able to see
what each other has and what they are doing, so they don't
conflict with each other."

It is a necessity repeatedly stressed by conference
attendees. As one remarked, "If you can't communicate,
you're an isolated island.”



The LiveWave business division of Smiths Detection, of
