Report from Vegas:
Up and down the aisles at ISC West

A hectic string of meetings and one-on-one conversations at
the sprawling ISC West security conference in Las Vegas
last week turned up the following news nuggets:

IBM Corp. plans to offer "managed services" in the physical
security space -- essentially monitoring video surveillance
feeds, storing that video data and issuing the necessary
alerts to corporate and government clients. IBM will
introduce these services in the fourth quarter of 2007 at a
new physical security annex to its existing IT Security
Operations Center located in Southfield, Ml, according to
Julie Donahue, a company vice president who heads the
initiative. Donahue told me that IBM had a preliminary chat
at the show with ADT Security Services, Inc. about the
possibility of collaborating on such a venture. "We're
serious about managed services," said Donahue, who
indicated that most of the interest in these
security-related services has thus far come from Canada and
Europe. "We have a lot of work to do."

Bill Evenson, vice president of Future Fibre Technologies,

Inc., of Mountain View, CA, was beaming at the show because
his company had made the cut in a recent request for white
papers issued by the Electronic Systems Center at Hanscom
Air Force Base, which is looking for innovative force



protection security systems. Future Fibre, which
manufactures laser-based outdoor intrusion detection
systems, and eight other companies, have been invited to
loan their security equipment to the Air Force for
demonstration tests scheduled for later this year. In the
sensor category, along with Future Fibre, the Air Force

included Radiance Technologies, Inc., ICx Technologies, L-3

Communications Systems-East and BBN Technologies. In
addition, VialLogy was asked to demo its C2 gear; Boeing was

invited to show off its ScanEagle robot technology; Vumii
Inc. will loan the Air Force its imager gear and Remote
Tracking Systems will demo its GPS-based tracking system.

Guido Jouret, the articulate and self-assured chief
technology officer of Cisco Systems, Inc., delivered a
keynote address at a kickoff breakfast sponsored by the
Security Industry Association that may have sent shudders
down the spines of many of the old timers in the room.
Jouret predicted that despite the foot-dragging and
resistance that still emanates from some corners of the
security industry, IP-based digital security systems would
soon overtake the traditional analog-based security systems
of yester-year. To make his point, Jouret threw up a
convincing chart that demonstrated how Voice over Internet
Protocol (VolP) telephony had emerged from nowhere in the
1990's and surpassed land-line telephony in market
acceptance in less than a decade.

Cisco is making a big push into the security field, under

the banner of "Convergence," and a large portion of its
marketing campaign seems based on the supposedly
unstoppable march of technology. Jouret played his role, as
"Mr. Inevitability,” with great panache.

Reed Exhibitions, the organizers of ISC West (which brought
thousands of attendees to the casinos of Vegas last week)
and ISC East (which will bring additional thousands of
attendees to the Big Apple in September) is intent on
capturing the attention -- and feeding the information
needs -- of security professionals year-round. With that in
mind, Reed has launched a new Web site (www.isc365.com)
which will provide a huge database of security companies
and their products; a constantly-updated aggregation of
security-related news from a variety of news sources
(including GSN: Government Security News); a comprehensive
list of available education and training courses; and a
robust search engine.



The folks at Rock Twelve Security Architecture, who have
designed several novel vehicle arresting devices, and
Engineered Arresting Systems Corp. (ESCO), which would
install them, are eagerly awaiting tests in Texas later

this year of their 360-degree revolving platform which can
rotate a set of security bollards out of the path of
oncoming traffic as well as their "TigerTrap" device whose
collapsible platform can carry the weight of pedestrian
traffic, but will give way under the weight of a heavy
suspect truck. Both certification tests are scheduled at
the Texas Transportation Institute, Rock Twelve's Graeme
Waitzkin told me.

Thoughts on Uncle Sam’'s Temporary Worker Program

As envisioned, the temporary worker program will allow
foreign nationals to gain access into the United States for
periods up to six years. The program not only allows people
from all walks of life to gain entry into the U.S., but

also encourages them to find legal job opportunities when
they arrive so they can jumpstart their new lives.

This program, however, fails to deal with key political and
economic issues, both here and abroad.

First, the temporary worker program must meet the current
laws established by the U.S. Government to ensure that
people who are allowed to work in the U.S. do so for the
length of time established by their employer. Frequently,
foreign nationals overstay their employment agreements,
either leaving their job early, or staying longer then what
was originally agreed upon.

It is the responsibility of the employer to report the



whereabouts of those who do not abide by the agreement, so
authorities can take the appropriate actions.

Second, the proposed policy will afford those enrolled in
the temporary worker program to become citizens after five
or six years, a lengthy period of time that must be updated
so that those who have shown they are here to work can
continue to do so as citizens.

Third, the underlying economic issues that create the need

for the temporary worker program must be addressed. Many of
these workers are migrating to the U.S. because their own
country's economy is not capable of generating enough new
jobs. Once they are here, they send their earnings home (an
estimated $26 billion to Mexico alone), which erodes

support for local U.S. economies. The U.S. needs to work

with Latin and South American governments to solve their
economic growth issues in order to keep workers at home.

Once key political and economic issues are dealt with, the
envisioned temporary worker program will provide new
opportunities for foreign nationals to work in the U.S. and
begin their new lives.
