Here are a dozen things | learned while talking with
vendors, attending press conferences and listening to
presentations at the humongous ASIS security show in
Las Vegas last week:

(1) Itis possible to detect "dirty bombs" with a

video camera by measuring the amount of tell-tale gamma
rays that turn up on the CCD sensor of a standard

analog or digital video surveillance system. A new
company, Vidiation, of Mount Pleasant, NC, says it has
demonstrated this promising technology at the Oak Ridge
National Laboratory and Memorial Sloan-Kettering Cancer
Center, and has just begun offering access to its analytic
software on a subscription basis to video surveillance
operators who would like to spot a potentially devastating
dirty bomb before it could be detonated.

( 2) Image analytic software, which can be used with
standard daytime color video images to spot suspicious
motion, detect an intruder, or identify a piece of
abandoned luggage, can also be used with thermal images
produced in total darkness. | hadn't realized that

image analytic software, which was all the rage at this
year's ASIS show, can perform quite well with a variety

of night vision gear. FELIR Systems, Inc., of Wilsonville, OR,
demonstrated their thermal imaging technology one evening



and explained that this recent marriage between analytic
software and thermal imaging probably is best suited for
protecting facility perimeters against unwanted intruders.
Incidentally, the cost of FLIR's thermal imagers is likely

to decline in the coming months as the company ramps up its
high-volume manufacturing for a large order of imagers which
are being mounted on upscale BMW automobiles.

GAO finds DHS expectations "gap"

PROGRESS REPORT - The Government Accountability Office
found that the Department of Homeland Security has failed
to meet more than half of the agency's 171 performance
expectations in its 14 key mission/management areas. The
best performance records have been found in maritime
security (17 out of 23 performance expectations met); the
worst results were in emergency preparedness and response
(18 out of 24 expectations remain unmet), and science and
technology (fully 80 percent of expectations remain unmet).
GAO has made almost 700 recommendations to DHS to improve
departmental operations.
