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Beyond the Beltway,
Homeland Security Spending Soars

Even as President Bush and the Democratic leadership of
the House and Senate squabble over allocations in the
FY 2008 budget for the Department of Homeland
Security, state and local governments are quietly
moving to invest billions of dollars in locally-
controlled security efforts.

In some areas, state and local governments now far
outspend DHS. For example, while DHS will spend
approximately $10 billion on IT, computers and 
technological research, state and local spending in
those areas is now estimated to exceed $50 billion.

While DHS can impact development of technologies 
because it is the largest single purveyor of homeland
security technologies, state and local governments are
collectively so large a market that major IT security 
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firms now pay careful attention to the unique concerns
of those local agencies.

Their attention is likely to grow in the coming years.

According to a recently issued forecast report by 
, a consulting firm based in Reston, VA, (

) state and
local IT spending will increase from $54.8 billion this
year to $74.5 billion in 2012.

An analysis of those figures shows that approximately
18 percent of the total funds -- between $9.8 billion
and $13.4 billion -- will be spent on homeland
security, first responder or law enforcement
activities.

The authors of the INPUT report expect that state and
local spending will track population growth.
"Moreover," they added, "the federal government will
cede more domestic programmatic responsibilities to the
states and localities as it focuses on dealing with its
budget deficit as well as heightened foreign policy and
national security concerns."

In light of this, the $1.7 billion DHS has pledged for
state and local grants, and the additional $1 billion
in interoperable communications systems funding, seem
puny indeed.

No wonder, then, that many states have successfully
defied DHS on key policy issues. They face no 
significant fiscal penalties for doing so. When several
key border states revolted against provisions of the
REAL ID Act of 2005, DHS was forced to back down.
Similarly, DHS has been compelled to compromise its
Western Hemisphere Travel Initiative requirements. Last
week, it agreed to launch a project with Vermont to
develop an enhanced drivers license to serve as valid
identification for citizens traveling to and from
Canada.

Despite such disputes, DHS and its local counterparts
do have certain common interests regarding how funds
get spent. There are almost universal demands for
better performance information on would-be
contractors. States may be leading the way here, too,
seeking innovative ways to get contractor information
while working to boost competition in the bidding
process.

Who knows? Given the combined size of their IT security
budgets, states may teach DHS how to get a bigger bang
for their bucks.
