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Caveat Emptor, Caveat Vendor

These days, it's a rare thing to find the executive branch
in agreement with Congress. But that's just what's
happening, as the Department of Homeland Security and the
House Oversight and Government Reform Committee consider
ways to improve contracting and procurement processes.

Both sides are now moving to develop a database that
contains basic records of contractor performance, so any
agency can weed out bidders who have a history of poor work, 
failure to meet deadlines or large cost overruns.

Money is one of the chief motivations behind this. DHS has
seen the total value of its contracting activities increase
from $3.4 billion three years ago to $15.8 billion in the
current fiscal year.

Reps. Carolyn Maloney and Ed Towns, both Democrats of New
York, have introduced the "Contractors and Federal Spending
Accountability Act" (HR 3033) to create for the first time
a comprehensive, centralized database to monitor
procurements, and give federal agencies the information
they need to prevent fraudulent federal contractors from
continuing to do business with Uncle Sam.

"Right now, there is nothing stopping a fraudulent
contractor from bouncing from federal agency to federal
agency, fleecing U.S. taxpayers the whole way," said
Maloney.

There are already several information resources at hand.
For example, the non-profit Project on Government Oversight
(POGO) maintains the Federal Contractor Misconduct
Database, but has no power to punish any vendor based on
its findings.

The General Services Administration maintains the Excluded
Parties List System (EPLS), which lists suspended or
debarred contractors, but does not document their
overall performance or their track records for
responsibility.

Rep. Maloney points out that government watchdogs -- 
federal suspension and debarment officials -- often are
powerless to act because they lack precisely the kind of
information that would be contained in a central contractor
performance database.

Within DHS, the problem has been exacerbated due to chronic
shortages of skilled management personnel.

DHS Inspector General Richard Skinner told Congress last
month that, in addition to creating a contractor
performance database, it's important to build a more
effective acquisition management infrastructure within the
department.

The challenge is daunting: According to Elaine Duke, chief
procurement officer for DHS, the agency has executed more
than 59,000 contract actions involving 12,000 vendors so
far this year.

"Our procurement activity is increasing faster than our
ability to hire staff," Skinner observed.

Duke's office, seeking a way to maintain contract
integrity, has proposed a Federal Acquisition Regulation
(FAR) rule, even going so far as to publish a 

 in the 
.

But so far, critics say, those codes and rules have had
little effect.

A contractor performance database, linked to mandatory
standards for bidding eligibility, could create a real
incentive for both the contracting agency and the bidding
companies to strike the best deal in the country's
interest.
